Description and Examples

This Bible reading plan is thematic or connective in nature. The
goal is to make as many associations as possible between the different
parts of Scripture while still reading individual books of the Bible from
start to finish. Only the Psalms are not read in consecutive order. The
Psalms are individually apportioned throughout the year to increase the
number of connections that can be observed and appreciated.

Examples of the thematic approach in this year’s plan:

Jan 9  Genesis 21 and Galatians 4: Hagar and Sarah

Jan 25 Genesis 50 and Romans 8: God meant it for good

Feb 23 Levitcus 16 and Hebrews 9: Christ’s sacrifice fulfills the
levitical sacrificial system

Apr 7 Isaiah, Mark, and Psalm 22 on the crucifixion and burial of
Christ

Aug 2 2 Samuel 11-12 and Psalm 51: David’s fall into sin and his
confession of that sin

Sept 8 Song of Songs 1-4 and Proverbs 30:19: the way of a man with
a maid

Sept 13 Ezekiel 1 and Revelation 4: four living creatures associated
with the throne and glory of God

Oct 10 Psalm 146:8 and John 9: opening the eyes of the blind

Dec 23 Daniel 3 and Psalm 115: the difference between idols and the
living God

There are many other connections, both major and minor, besides these.
With many of the Psalms used in this manner, the number of
connections in the 2012 plan are somewhere between 100 and 120.
